The Hook
Give a quote, surprising fact, ask

a question, relate a personal
experience, exclamatory, etc.

Introduction
Makes sure audience

knows what the
speech is about.

The Body "Meat"
The most important
part of your speech.
From your research
try to list 3-5 main
points about your
topic. Remember

without the body you
don't have a speech!
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Conclusion 
A speech would be left

hanging with out a
conclusion. Review the
main points and relate

back to the introduction.

Visual Theme
Visual Aids help to give the audience a
visual cue to better understand your

speech and keeps their attention.

Expression
